AREA 6 - GUILFORD/LOYOLA
RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING (RPP) PROGRAM FOR 2010/2011
Baltimore City has designated certain parking areas for the exclusive use of residents.  Signs are posted in these areas, and participating blocks are listed on the back of this notice.  In order to park in these areas, vehicles must display a special resident or visitor permit that can be obtained from the City.
WHEN TO APPLY:  Residents who are new to the program may apply at any time. Residents who are current permit holders must apply to renew their permits before they expire on August 31, 2010.  Current permits may be renewed online, but only between July 22 and August 20, 2010. 
HOW TO APPLY:  
NEW RESIDENTS must apply for permits in person at the Parking Authority office, and bring all necessary documentation including vehicle registration and proof of residency. The Parking Authority office is located at 200 W. Lombard Street. Office hours are between 8:00 am and 5:00 pm, Monday through Friday, except furloughs and holidays.
CURRENT PERMIT HOLDERS: Residents who want to renew their permit(s) may either apply in person at the Parking Authority office or online between July 22 and August 20 at the Residential Parking Permits Application site:  http://www.ci.baltimore.md.us/government/parking/rpp/. If you are renewing online, first click “RPP Permit Renewals” in the “In This Section…” list that appears in the left column of the page. Next, click “Purchase Permits” and you will go to the Customer Authentication page where you must enter your user name and password. Your user name is your driver’s license number and your password is your last name. Click “Log In.” (For security purposes, you may be asked to change your user name and password.)  Once you have successfully logged in you will receive a message that indicates that you have been authorized to purchase a permit. Click “Next,” and you will then be asked to request the type of permit you want. Be sure to click the box that states that you have read the policies and procedures, and then click “Next.” You can then either purchase another permit or pay for the one you have selected, using VISA or MASTERCARD. 
COST: All permits are $20 each. There is a limit of four permits per residence.
Please note: Your vehicle registration must be in your name and reflect a correct address in one of the participating blocks.  If the vehicle registration is not in your name, you will need a notarized letter from the owner stating you are the sole driver. If it does not reflect a correct address in one of the participating blocks, you will require a proof of residency such as a current lease, utility bill, or invoice for cable or residential telephone service.  Students and members of the military must have a current ID.  If the vehicle registration is out-of-state and you do not have a Maryland driver’s license, you must obtain a non-resident permit from the MVA.                                              
WHEN AND WHERE TO GET YOUR PERMIT:  As a convenience to residents, current permit holders who renew online between July 22 and August 20 may pick-up their permits from a representative of the Guilford Association between 1:00 pm and 3:00 pm on Sunday, August 29, 2010 at the old Bedford Square trolley stop, at the intersection of Greenway and St. Paul Street. Otherwise, permits must be picked-up at the Parking Authority office after August 30, 2010 during regular business hours.  When you pick-up your permit, you MUST show: (1) proof of payment of the annual fee, (2) your current vehicle registration card(s), and (3) your current driver’s license. 
Please note: All old permits must be removed from your vehicle or you are subject to receive a citation.
